to match most standard junction boxes or lag bolt housing
to surface as shown in Fig.

PHOTOCELL INSTALLATION

Photocell may be installed in the field. Apply weatherproof
silicone sealant to all plugs, around photocell and unused
conduit entries.

1. Remove close up plug on top of the wall mounting box.
2. Install photocell and wire as per diagram.

3. Use photocell rated for your supply voltage.
